Pursuant to Government Code section 16346, in the absence of language that identifies a successor fund, 

any balance remaining in this fund upon abolishment, shall be transferred to the General Fund. 

Appropriation Authority 

Section 25159.19 of the Health and Safety Code provides that the money in the account will be available 

when appropriated by the Legislature. 

State Appropriations Limit 

Excluded – Revenues in this fund are not proceeds of taxes, however, when transferred, may become 

proceeds of taxes.  These revenues are used to regulate the activities engaged in by the payers. 

Comments/Historical Information 

Chapter 1591, Statutes of 1985 created this fund. 

Chapter 193, Statutes of 2004 (SB 111) amended Health and Safety Code section 25159.19, to reflect the 

repeal of former Section 25159.13. 

On March 14, 2013 this fund was abolished pursuant to Government Code section 13306 (b).
